The Rainbow Warrior, once down the line on the stern you can swim along

the boat to the bow. Jewel anemones cover the hull and are the best

anywhere. Usually snapper, blue mao mao and baitfish are above the wreck

and leatherjackets, pigfish, wrasses and Demoiselles over the deck. Inside are

schools of big eyed fish and one or two scorpion fish too. BAY OF ISLANDS

HMNZS Canterbury wreck is already covered in marine life with resident fish schools including
snapper, blue mao mao, leatherjackets, red moki, numerous wrasses and drummer. Big baitfish
schools in summer, some nice kingfish and interesting nudibranchs.
